ALLAN RAMSAY, CEO

Ohio native and Atlanta resident since 1979, Allan Ramsay is CEO and co-founder of the Safe Teen Driving Club. He graduated from Ohio University with degrees in Psychology and English, and took MBA coursework at John Carroll University in Cleveland, OH.
He served as an Intelligence Specialist stationed in Europe during the Vietnam Era, returning to the States to join Marconi Electronics, formerly Picker International, a medical equipment manufacturer, where he headed up the marketing and technical communications function for the company.  His focus on emerging computer technology in the late 1970’s led him into the computer field and relocation to Atlanta.  There, he founded Synergy Business Systems, a computer sales and services organization, and eventually moved on to hold various sales and marketing positions with Fortune 500 companies, including AST Research, Data General Corporation and EMC.
In the interim he co-founded The Mind Spa, a boutique mental health and training facility that was recognized as one of the “Top 100 Attractions in Atlanta” by local media.
Following a 35-year career in technology sales and marketing, Ramsay turned his attention to the problems surrounding teen driving safety, spending over a year researching the issues behind the disproportionate crash and fatality rate teens experience.  He, along with business consultant and co-founder David Shavzin, collaborated to identify an under-served segment of the population who are in the best position to reduce teen fatalities:  parents.  Together they developed an array of proven services and products parents can use to enhance the safety of their children as they mature into responsible adult drivers.  Ramsay and Shavzin incorporated the Safe Teen Driving Club in 2005 to help parents better understand the risks young, novice drivers face,  and to provide education and services for parents to better safeguard and more effectively parent their children through the learning-to-drive-safely process. 
Today Ramsay consults occasionally with software and IT companies on business development issues, and serves on the Board of the Joshua Brown Foundation. However he focuses his attention on providing education for parents on teen driving through programs including the SafeStart Seminar series, the Lifesavers Conference, the monthly Safe Teen Driving Club Newsletter, the Safe Teen Driving Contest and a network of Alliance Partners across the nation.
