Teen Driving, the Grisly Statistics:
· Motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of death among 15- to 20-year olds, exceeding homicide, suicide and all other causes. Some 44 percent of deaths in this age group result from vehicle crashes..
· A multi-year study published in January 2006 by the AAA Foundation for Traffic Safety  documented nearly 31,000 deaths as a result of teen driving crashes—more than 20,000 of which were passengers, pedestrians, cyclists and innocent motorists, the remainder being teen drivers.
· Overall, teens cause four times as many crashes than any other age group, in spite of driving fewer miles than any group except seniors  
· Sixteen-year-olds are at greatest risk, largely due to insufficient experience behind the wheel, and less maturity. 
· According to the Georgia Governor's Office of Highway Safety* teen drivers in the state have been associated with 1,057 fatalities from 2000 to 2003. 
· In 2005, drivers aged 16-20 comprised 6.2% of the population of licensed drivers and accounted for 12.8% of crashes.

Products and Services:
How’s My Driving? Bumper Stickers & Vehicle Monitoring
Patterned after similar bumper stickers used effectively for years by trucking companies, Safe Teen Driving Club has developed an effective bumper sticker and vehicle monitoring plan that allows motorists to call a toll-free number to report compliments or complaints.  Messages are then delivered to parents via e-mail or phone to facilitate discussions on safer driving. The How’s My Driving bumper sticker and monitoring service is available for $39.95/quarter, or $149.95/year. 
Safe Teen Vehicle Tracker

This hi-tech black box monitors teen travel and driving behavior in real time.   Parents can receive cell phone alerts when their teen exceeds preset speed limits, map vehicle location, speed and direction from a Web browser, retrieve an aerial photo displaying vehicle location, use remote access features to lock and unlock doors and enable or disable the engine. The Safe Teen Vehicle Tracker is priced at $599 and requires monthly monitoring at an additional fee of $29.95 per month, with a one-year contract.
Safe Teen Club Vehicle Reporter 
The Vehicle Reporter monitors teen driving via the Global Positioning Satellite (GPS) system orbiting the Earth.  Small and pocket-sized, it receives signals from Department of Defense satellites, and accurately determines vehicle location to within eight feet.  Location and speed records are updated once every second. The Vehicle requires no installation and records daily driving history. It can then be retrieved and connected to a PC to display driving history including street maps, aerial photographs and text reports.  Priced at $299, this effective device requires no activation fee or monthly charge.
Roadside Assistance
This revolutionary plan which benefits up to four drivers per family, covers the people driving, not the vehicle being driven, and includes gas rebate coupons, flat tire assistance, battery service, towing, extrication, and gasoline, oil, fluid and water delivery service.  Special discounts are available for hybrid vehicle owners.  Basic, Plus and Premium memberships are available ranging in cost from $53.95-89.95 per year.
Legal Representation
Through a partnership with the Legal Club of America, Safe Teen offers discounted legal counsel to provide parents with a nationwide network of more than 20,000 attorneys, who provide numerous discounted, and, in some cases free, legal services. Additional legal services are available at a capped rate, which is far below market-based attorney fees. Parents have access to plan attorneys through a toll-free member services line to get professional legal help with any area of the law, including, but not limited to traffic-related legal incidents, including DUI/DWI, traffic ticket defense, vehicular negligence, license revocation and reinstatement and criminal law.  Discounted legal counsel is available to subscribers quarterly ($36/quarter) or annually ($144/annum).
Community Outreach:
