·  Placing Club information on the 
organization's website, in newsletters and 
other publications upon agreement with the 
Club on content. 

·  Simply talking to friends and neighbors, 
which can include easy door-to-door 
introductions by students; and at-work introductions by parents. 

 
How Safe Teen Driving Club Fundraising Campaigns Work 
 
The Club provides you a promotional code that uniquely identifies your organization and 
your fund raising campaign. As orders are placed at the Club's web site or phoned into 
our Customer Care staff, promotional codes are collected and the Club pays commissions 
to your organization for each order tracked to your unique code. 
 

Possible Scenarios 
 
Door to Door Campaign.  Students contact neighbors and distribute literature along with 
your campaign cover letter or other material. They encourage families to visit the Club 
web site or call to place orders.  And, as in many door-to-door campaigns, parents can be 
encouraged to hand out material to colleagues at the office.

Parents can speak at PTSA meetings, school functions, homeowner association 
meetings and other events where parents with teens are present. A short, persuasive talk - 
complete with visual aids and handouts - outlines the direct benefits parents can enjoy: 
enhanced safety, security and protection for their teens, and peace of mind for them.
